“Every employer shall ﬁroviole and maintain, as far as is reasonably practical,
a working environment that is safe and without risk to the health of his employees”

Hepatitis A:'"?

Hepatitis A:'

* Hepatitis A is common disease

* Work absenteeism can vary from 27-60 days

* The severity of the disease can increase with age,
immunosuppresion and pregnancy

Signs and symptoms:’

Flu-like symptoms

Nausea and vomiting with abdominal pain
Fever and feeling tired constantly

The jaundice phase reflects:

- vyellow skin and eyes

— dark urine and pale stools
